These steps must be followed so that:

Order received
from Invision

1. The correct procedure is done (as indicated by physician’s
order).

. The images are available for the physician to interpret.

. Transcription can type the final report.

. The report can be placed on the patient’s medical record.

. The patient can be correctly billed for the service provided.
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Failure to follow these steps can have serious consequences. For

example:
Tech calls for A procedure that is not marked as complete in RIS (not tracked to
patient end procedure) will result in transcription not being able to type a

report even though a charge has been created.
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
